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Introduction

Company updates and creates company information in the ContactDB contact management system. It handles the Company table, and related tables.

This object is so simple that it doesn’t need a detailed description.

Primary Use Cases
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Find Company

From a search name, COMPANY finds the corresponding Company record and returns its ID.

If not found, then a new record may (optionally) be created.

Create New Company.

A new company record is created, using information given by the user.  

3. External Definition

Public Attributes

CoyID

Number, = key of Company record

Found

Boolean, give success of FindCompany

Success
Boolean, gives success of CreateCompany

Methods

FindCompany (SearchName) Returns (CoyID, Found)

If Found returned as NO, CoyID is undefined

CreateCompany (SearchName) Returns (Coyid, Success)

· If Success returned as NO, Coyid is undefined, and no new company record has been created.

· Company name will default to the searchname.

User Interface
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Note: this is designed for use as a subform within the CallDetails form.

· Default values for creating a new company:-

· Company Name is filled in from the search, 

Area Code and City filled in from System Defaults.

After Notes have been entered, a pop-up shows you the search keys for this company, and allows you to add more, for example "NZI" as well as "New Zealand Insurance", and "TVNZ" as well as "Television New Zealand".  You may have as many search keys as you like.

Exit from the form with <ctrl>Alt.  You can also exit at any time by clicking "Exit to Person" or clicking outside the form.
